Opportunities to play in competitions.
	All children in the school participated in a variety of sporting workshops including dance, Road2Paris, climbing and Heelys. They also competed in Sports Day and inter-house competitions. 



More children have participated in lunchtime clubs run by the sports coach. Year 5 play-leaders have increased the amount of children in EYFS and KS1 who participate in physical activities at playtimes and lunchtimes.



All children in the school have played inter-house competitions throughout the year. Children have also competed in football, swimming, cross-country, multi-skills, kurling and boccia. 
	Feedback from the children and staff shows that this was a successful week. It will be run again next year to provide children with a different range of sporting opportunities. 



Play-leader training has supported the children to lead effectively. We will aim to improve this further next year. Children in EYFS, KS1 and KS2 have enjoyed the wider variety of activities on offer at playtimes and lunchtimes. 


Feedback from the children shows that they enjoy playing in competitions and they are proud to represent the school. We will look to compete in the same and different sporting events next year.
